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1. Introduction

Casitas Municipal Water District (Casitas or District) is requesting Statements of Qualifications (S0Q)
from firms to provide Construction Management (CM) Services for the Ventura-Santa Barbara
Counties Intertie project.

Casitas is a Municipal Water District established in 1952, providing potable water to western Ventura
County including approximately 3,000 agricultural, commercial, and residential customer
connections. The District boundaries (Figure 1.1) encompass the City of Ojai, Upper Ojai, the Ventura
River Valley area, the City of Ventura (west of Mills Road), and the beach communities of Solimar, La
Conchita, and Rincon.

Casitas operates the Robles Diversion Facility, Robles Canal, Lake Casitas, Casitas Dam (owned by the
US Bureau of Reclamation), Lake Casitas Recreation Area, Casitas Water Treatment Plant, as well as
14 steel tanks totaling 30 million gallons of storage, nine pump stations, and approximately 170 miles
of pipelines. Professional engineering services may be needed to support the implementation of
capital projects at any of the District’s facilities, with the exception of the Casitas Dam.

Casitas acquired the Ojai Water System in 2017. The Ojai Water System obtains its water supplies
from local wells in the Ojai Valley Basin and from Casitas and serves approximately 2,950 additional
customer connections. The Ojai Water System includes 32 miles of pipelines, five tanks totaling
1.544 million gallons of storage, five booster pump stations, five active groundwater wells, and an
iron and manganese treatment facility.

1.1 Project Background

Casitas’ water supplies are 100 percent local, consisting primarily of surface water stored in Lake
Casitas and a smaller amount of groundwater. As such, its supplies are limited, and its system is highly
vulnerable to drought conditions which are becoming more severe and prolonged. The Ventura-Santa
Barbara Counties Intertie Project (Project) will connect the Casitas and Carpinteria Valley Water
District (CVWD) water transmission systems. The Project is located in the unincorporated
southwestern portion of Ventura County and the unincorporated southeastern portion of Santa
Barbara County, California (Figure 1.2). The Project will provide Casitas with a means to access its
allocation of State Water Project (SWP) water supply to supplement Casitas existing supplies during
periods of drought or emergencies, resulting in a more resilient water supply portfolio.

Figure 1.3 shows the project components and Table 1.1 provides a summary, which includes the
intertie pipeline, two booster pump stations, and infrastructure improvement sites. The intertie
pipeline will be constructed between Casitas’ transmission pipeline, known as the Rincon Main, and
CVWD distribution line east of the City of Carpinteria. The pipeline will run eastward along State Route
(SR) 192 and in private easements. A portion of the pipeline will be constructed using horizontal
directional drilling (HDD).

The western portion of the Project includes the pipeline, Del Mar Pump Plant, connection to the
Rincon Main, and reinforcement of approximately 500 linear feet of the Rincon Main. The more
easterly portion of the Project area includes the Red Mountain Pump Plant, improvements to existing
Casitas facilities including Rincon Main Pipeline, Rincon Control Tank, Chlorination Station, and the
Rincon Pump Station.

The project will be bid as one comprehensive project to a Class A General Engineering Contractor,
likely with specialty subcontractors. Casitas anticipates construction activities will be occurring
simultaneously at more than one site in order to meet the construction funding timeline. Construction
will be limited to weekdays, daylight hours only, except for the nonstop, 48 hours during horizontal
directional drilling (HDD). Multiple system shutdowns will be needed to connect new facilities to
existing ones, requiring coordination with Casitas’ operations staff, customers, and the contractor.

Casitas engaged two engineering firms to expedite the design. The project was split into Schedule “A”
prepared by Water Works Engineers and Schedule “B” prepared by Cannon. Representative drawings
for each Schedule are provided as Appendix A. Casitas expects to engage these firms to provide
engineering services during construction for their respective portions. Design is at 100% complete and
Casitas is preparing front-end documents to compile the Bid Package.

1.2 Project Cost and Financing

The engineering firms provided their Opinion of Probable Construction Cost (OPCC) with their 100%
design submittal. The OPCC for Schedule “A” is $15,700,000 and Schedule “B” is $7,682,700, for a total
of $23,382,700.

Casitas has arranged financing for the project as follows:

Build America Buy America requirements apply to the ASADRA funding and the Construction Manager



is expected to be familiar with, and ensure the Contractor is in compliance with, these requirements.

1.3 Project Schedule
The proposed project construction schedule is shown in Table 1.2. Construction completion is driven by
the ASADRA Program deadlines. Casitas intends to apply for a time extension.

1.4 Environmental

In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), an Initial Study/Mitigated
Negative Declaration (IS/MND) was adopted for the project in May 2023. The IS/MND Mitigation
Monitoring and Reporting Program is provided as Appendix B. The US Bureau of Reclamation (USBR) is
the lead agency for compliance with the National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA). The Biological
Evaluation (BE) was completed in March 2025 and is undergoing review by US Fish and Wildlife
Service. BE Mitigation Measures are provided as Appendix C. Casitas intends to directly engage with an
environmental firm to provide monitoring services during construction.

1.5 Permits

The CM will be responsible for ensuring the Contractor is in compliance with all permits. The permits
required for this project are described in the following subsections.

1.5.1 National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit for Stormwater
Discharges Associated with Construction and Land Disturbance Activities (Order WQ
2022-0057-DWQ)

Casitas has applied to the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) for coverage under the NPDES

2022 Construction Stormwater General Permit for the project. A Draft Stormwater Pollution Prevention

Plan (SWPPP) was prepared by Rincon Consultants and will be submitted to the SWRCB SMARTS portal

when complete. The CM must have a Qualified SWPPP Practitioner on staff to monitor compliance with

the approved SWPPP.

1.5.2 SWRCB Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges to Land with a Low Threat Water

Quality (Order No. 2003-0003-DWQ)
Casitas has applied for a permit under SWRCB Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR) for Discharges to
Land with a Low Threat Water Quality (Order No. 2003-0003-DWQ) for one-time discharges of water
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during pipeline construction and testing. Water will be discharged to a temporary detention basin at the
Del Mar Pump Plant site, and to the ground surface at several sites along the Rincon Main pipeline
alignment.

1.5.3 Caltrans Encroachment Permit

A Caltrans Encroachment Permit is required for construction in Highway 192, the Santa Barbara County
portion of the pipeline. Casitas has applied for the permit and provided the required Traffic
Management Plan and Traffic Control Plans.

1.5.4 Ventura County Oak Tree Permit
Construction of the project will require trimming and removal of oak trees within the County of
Ventura’s jurisdiction.

1.5.5 Santa Barbara County Oak Tree Permit
Construction of the project will require installation of the pipeline within the dripline of oak trees within
the County of Santa Barbara’s jurisdiction.

2. Services to be Provided

Casitas is seeking Statements of Qualification (SOQs) for CM services for the entirety of the Project. CM
Services expected to be provided include:

e Contract Administration including daily management of the Project and Contactor progress,
preparing agendas and minutes for all construction meetings and presiding over each meeting,
providing effective written and oral communication to Contractor and other stakeholders in a
timely, clear, and professional manner.

e Stakeholder coordination (Casitas’ Engineering and Operations staff, Contractor, CVWD,
Design Engineers, Regulatory Agencies, Environmental Consultant, Testing Laboratories,
private property owners)

e Safety Management for CM staff, understanding the Contractor is responsible for their safety
program and compliance

e Constructability Review during construction related to RFIs, Change Orders, etc.

e Establish an online Document Control System (Submittals, Requests for Clarification, Requests
for Information, Change Order Requests, Progress Pay Estimates, As-Built Drawings) which
may include use of specialty project management software (at CM’s expense) and training of
District staff in the use thereof

e Review Contractor’s required management plans including, but not limited to:

0 Emergency Response Plan

0 Construction Noise Reduction Plan
0 Utility Shutdown Plan(s)
0 Pipeline Disinfection, Testing, and Inspection Plan
0 HDD Inadvertent Return (“Frac Out”) Contingency Plan

The District intends to select a firm to manage construction and inspection throughout the duration of
the project to ensure construction activities are well coordinated, meet the requirements of the plans
and specifications, meet regulatory requirements, and proceed on schedule and within budget. The
lead personnel (at a minimum, the Construction Manager and Inspector) are expected to be full-time
on this project and unavailable to work on other projects.

No SOQs will be accepted after
this date and time. SOQs shall be limited to 30 pages, not including cover, table of contents, and
dividers. Double-sided to the greatest extent practical is appreciated.

It is the consultant’s responsibility to ensure SOQs are received prior to the deadline. SOQs shall
include signed acknowledgement of Addenda which may be issued as part of this RFQ. Addenda will
be posted on the District’s website at: https://www.casitaswater.org/i-want-to/do-business-with-
cmwd.
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There will be no formal opening of the received SOQs. This solicitation does not commit the District to
award any work nor to pay any costs incurred from the preparation of SOQs. Firms responding to this
RFQ are solely responsible for all costs and expenses incurred during the selection process.

5. Special Conditions

The selected firm(s) will provide all equipment, personnel, mobilization, analysis, administration, and
other work necessary to perform professional CM services. The selected firm(s) will acquire and
schedule all materials, labor, equipment, and all other efforts required to complete each assigned
project.

All projects are recognized as public works projects and as such, Articles 1 and 2 of Chapter 1, Part 7,
Division Il of the California Labor Code, including Sections 1720 through 1861 are applicable to this
project. Said sections require the use of prevailing wages for each craft or classification necessary to do
the work. The Consultant may be required to submit to the District all certified payrolls.

All work shall be performed in conformance with general industry safety orders of the State of
California, Title 8 of Chapter 7, and safety standards set forth by the Occupational Safety and Health
Agency (OSHA).

Professional engineering, if any, shall be completed under the direction of persons licensed to perform
such work in the State of California.

Insurance requirements for Consultant and subconsultant(s) shall be as shown in Table 5.1. More
information can be found in Section 13 of the Agreement for Professional Services provided as
Appendix D.

6. SOQ Content

Firms submitting an SOQ need not provide any general information about the firm, but only their
qualifications to specifically address the needs of this project. The SOQ shall not contain any information
on personnel other than those who are actually going to be performing the work and are considered key
technical resources for the project. The SOQ should contain the following elements:

Cover Letter. Provide a cover letter summarizing the firm and team qualifications. Include contact
information for the Project Manager and person with signing authority.

e Provide a description of the Firm’s project understanding and approach to completing project
delivery efficiently and effectively.

e Describe the team’s familiarity with State and Federal grant compliance and reporting
requirements.

schedule and potential for work to be underway at multiple sites.

e Include a discussion of special problems or difficulties encountered from a recent, similar
project and how they were resolved by the firm.

e Describe tools used to organize and coordinate documents and communications during
construction. Include a description of the features and capabilities of the proposed project
management software.

e Describe the Consultant’s approach to change and conflict management during construction.

Project Team. Provide an organizational chart with key technical lead(s) and support team members
including subconsultant(s). Include brief biographies for each key team member including their specific
license(s), certification(s), role, title, and office location. Resumes may be included as an Appendix,
provided the SOQ remains within the prescribed page limit.

Experience. Include project experience with water facilities similar to the Project described herein.
Submit a listing of three to five references with names and phone numbers for public agencies for which
the firm has performed similar services over the past five years. The representative experience should
include the personnel considered the primary technical lead(s) for these services, particularly projects
on which the proposed project team has worked together.

Conflicts. The firm shall identify any conflicts which they believe could affect their ability to perform
work in a timely fashion over the duration of the contract.

Contract. It is expected the selected firm(s) will sign a contract with Casitas to perform the work. The
Consultant may request modifications to the terms and conditions of the Agreement for Professional
Services (Appendix D) but should not expect these will be accepted. The Agreement includes Required
Clauses for Federally Funded Projects as the District is seeking state and federal grants and/or loans to
implement the Project. These clauses will not be modified.

Additional Comments. Provide any comments, suggestions, or additions for the District to consider in
selecting the firm. Identify the potential benefit, value, or impact these may have on Casitas.

7. Evaluation Criteria

SOQs will be evaluated by Casitas Engineering, Operations, and Management staff. Table 7.1 describes
the evaluation criteria for SOQs and their weight.

Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program

This document is the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) for the Ventura-Santa
Barbara Counties Intertie (proposed project) proposed by the Casitas Municipal Water District
(Casitas). CEQA requires a reporting or monitoring program be adopted for the conditions of project
approval which are necessary to mitigate or avoid significant effects on the environment (Public
Resources Code 21081.6). This mitigation monitoring and reporting program is designed to ensure
compliance with adopted mitigation measures during project implementation. For each mitigation
measure recommended in the Final Initial Study-Mitigated Negative Declaration (Final IS-MND),
specifications are made herein which identify the action required and the monitoring which must
occur, and the agency or department responsible for oversight.

In addition to ensuring implementation of mitigation measures, the MMRP provides feedback to
agency staff and decision-makers during project implementation, and identifies the need for
enforcement action before irreversible environmental damage occurs.

The following table identifies each mitigation measure included in the Final IS-MND, the action
required for the measure to be implemented, the time at which the monitoring is to occur, the
monitoring frequency, and the agency or party responsible for ensuring the monitoring is
performed. In addition, the table includes columns for compliance verification. These columns will
be filled out by the monitoring agency or party and will document monitoring compliance. Where an
impact was identified to be less than significant, no mitigation measures were required.

Mitigation Measures

Implementation of the following mitigation measures during Project construction would reduce the
potential impact to species listed under ESA, birds protected under the MBTA, and sensitive
habitats used by these species.

BIO-1 Worker Environmental Awareness Program Prior to initiation of all construction
activities (including staging and mobilization), all personnel associated with Project construction
shall attend a Worker Environmental Awareness Program (WEAP) training conducted by a qualified
biologist and arborist to assist workers in recognizing special status biological resources which may
occur in the Project Action area. The training shall include information about nesting birds and the
special status species potentially occurring in the Project Action area.

The specifics of this program shall include identification of special status species and habitats, a
description of the regulatory status and general ecological characteristics of special status resources,
and review of the limits of construction and measures required to avoid and minimize impacts to
biological resources within the work area. The arborist shall instruct the contractors on tree
protection practices. This training shall include information on the location and marking of
protected trees, the necessity of preventing damage, and the discussion of work practices. A fact
sheet conveying this information shall also be prepared for distribution to all contractors, their
employees, and other personnel involved with construction of the Project. All employees shall sign a
form provided by the trainer documenting they have attended the WEAP and understand the
information presented to them. The crew foreperson shall be responsible for ensuring crew
members adhere to the guidelines and restrictions designed to avoid impacts to special status
species. If new construction personnel are added to the Project, the crew foreman shall confirm new
personnel receive the WEAP training before starting work. The subsequent training of personnel
can include video of the initial training and/or the use of written materials rather than in-person
training by a biologist.

BIO-2 Wildlife Avoidance During Construction The following measures shall be adhered to
during Project construction:

e Parking, driving, lay-down, stockpiling, and vehicle and equipment storage shall be limited to
previously compacted and developed areas.

e No off-road vehicle use shall be permitted beyond the Project site and designated access
routes.

e Disturbances to adjacent native vegetation shall be minimized.

e The contractor shall clearly delineate the construction limits and prohibit any construction-
related traffic outside those boundaries.
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e Project-related vehicles shall observe a 10-mile-per-hour speed limit within the unpaved
limits of construction.

e All open trenches or excavations shall be fenced and/or sloped to prevent entrapment of
wildlife species.

e All food-related trash shall be disposed of in closed containers and removed from the
Project site at the end of each day. Construction personnel shall not feed or otherwise attract
wildlife to the construction area.

e At Project completion, all Project-generated debris, vehicles, building materials, and rubbish
shall be removed from the project site.

e No construction worker pets shall be allowed on the Project site.

e No firearms shall be allowed on the Project site.

e If vehicle or equipment maintenance is necessary, it shall be conducted in designated staging
areas.

e If construction must occur at night (between dusk and dawn), all lighting shall be shielded
and directed downward to minimize the potential for glare or spillover onto adjacent
properties and to reduce impacts on local wildlife.

e During construction, heavy equipment shall be operated in accordance with standard
construction best management practices (BMPs). All equipment used on site shall be
propetly maintained to avoid leaks of oil, fuel, or residues. Provisions shall be in place to
remediate any accidental spills immediately.

BIO-3 Preconstruction Nesting Bird Surveys To avoid disturbance of nesting and special status
birds, including raptor species, protected by the MBTA and California Fish and Game Code
(CFGC), activities related to the Project including, but not limited to, vegetation removal, ground
disturbance, and construction and demolition shall occur outside the bird breeding season for
migratory birds (January 1 through September 15), if practicable.

If construction must begin during the breeding season, a preconstruction nesting bird survey shall
be conducted no more than three days prior to initiation of ground disturbance and/or vegetation
removal activities. The preconstruction nesting bird survey shall be conducted on foot within the
Project footprint plus a 300-foot buffer. Inaccessible areas (e.g., private lands) shall be surveyed
from afar using binoculars to the extent practicable. The survey shall be conducted by a biologist
familiar with the identification of avian species known to occur in southern California coastal
communities. If active nests are found, an avoidance buffer (dependent upon the species, the
proposed work activity, and existing disturbances associated with land uses outside of the site) shall
be determined and demarcated by the biologist with bright orange construction fencing, flagging,
construction lathe, or other means to mark the boundary. All construction personnel shall be
notified as to the existence of the buffer zone and to avoid entering the buffer zone during the
nesting season. No ground-disturbing activities shall occur inside this buffer until the avian biologist
has confirmed breeding/nesting is completed and the young have fledged the nest, ot the nest has
failed. Encroachment into the buffer shall occur only at the discretion of the qualified biologist.

Mitigation Measures

Implementation of the following mitigation measures during Project construction would reduce the
potential impacts to sensitive habitat.
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BIO-4 Sensitive Habitat Fencing Prior to Project mobilization where the Project is adjacent to
sensitive natural communities, temporary construction fencing shall be erected by the contractor at
the edge of the temporary construction easement to avoid unanticipated impacts to the habitat
throughout the duration of construction.

BIO-5 Sensitive Vegetation Community Compensation Impacts to sensitive vegetation
communities shall be avoided to the greatest extent feasible. Depending on final Project design,
sensitive vegetation community compensation mitigation may be required by California Department
of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW). Mitigation for unavoidable impacts to sensitive vegetation
communities can be accomplished either through on-site restoration, off-site restoration, or
purchase of credits through an approved Mitigation Bank or through applicant sponsored mitigation
(e.g., purchase and/or dedication of land for mitigation). If requited, compensatory mitigation for
unavoidable impacts to sensitive vegetation communities shall be accomplished at a minimum ratio
of 1:1; however, the final ratio shall be determined and approved by CDFW prior to
commencement of construction. If on- or off-site restoration would occur, a Restoration Plan shall
be prepared and submitted for approval by CDFW prior to initiating impacts. At minimum, the
Restoration Plan shall include the following:

e A description of the purpose and goals of the restoration

e Identification of success criteria and performance standards

e Methods of site preparation

e Irrigation plan and schedule

e BMPs

e Maintenance and monitoring program

e Adaptive management strategies

e Key stakeholders and responsible parties

e Funding

e Contingencies

Mitigation Measures

With implementation of mitigation measures (and adherence to agency permits and existing
regulations), potential indirect impacts to jurisdictional features would be avoided and minimized.

BIO-6 Jurisdictional Waters Avoidance and Minimization The following measures shall be
implemented during Project construction:

e Prior to Project mobilization, all limits of construction work within Casitas Creek and the
unnamed drainage shall be clearly delineated with orange construction fencing or similar
highly visible material and maintained throughout the duration of construction.

e Areas of temporary disturbance shall be minimized to the extent practicable. Staging and
laydown areas shall be limited to sites which are unvegetated and/or previously disturbed,
and outside jurisdictional aquatic features.

e Materials shall be stored on impervious surfaces or plastic ground covers to prevent spills or
leakage. Matetial storage and material/spoils from Project activities shall be located and
stored at least 50 feet from jurisdictional aquatic features. Construction materials and spoils
shall be protected from stormwater runoff using temporary perimeter sediment barriers such

as berms, silt fences, fiber rolls, covers, sand/gravel bags, and straw bale bartiers, as
appropriate.

Prevent the discharge of silt or pollutants off the site when working adjacent to potentially
jurisdictional waters. Install BMPs (i.e., silt barriers, sandbags, straw bales) as appropriate.
Prevent the off-site tracking of loose construction and landscape materials by implementing
street sweeping, vacuuming, and rumble plates, as appropriate.

Site washout areas shall be at least 100 feet from a storm drain, open ditch, or surface water
and prevent runoff flows from such activities from entering receiving water bodies.

All vehicles and equipment shall be in good working condition and free of leaks. The
contractor shall prevent oil, petroleum products, or any other pollutants from contaminating
the soil or entering a watercourse (dry or otherwise). When vehicles or equipment are
stationary, mats, or drip pans shall be placed below vehicles to contain fluid leaks.

All re-fueling, cleaning, and maintenance of equipment shall occur at least 100 feet from
potentially jurisdictional waters.

Any spillage of material shall be stopped if it can be done safely. The contaminated area shall
be cleaned, and any contaminated materials properly disposed. For all spills, the Project
foreperson or other designated liaison shall notify Casitas immediately.

Adequate spill prevention and response equipment shall be maintained on site and readily
available to implement to minimize impacts to the aquatic and marine environments.

BIO-7 Compensatory Mitigation for Jurisdictional Waters Impacts The following measures
shall be implemented to mitigate impacts to jurisdictional wetlands/waters:

Permits for the proposed impacts to jurisdictional waters shall be obtained prior to initiating
impacts. The discharge of fill into US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) jurisdictional
areas will require a permit pursuant to Section 404 of the Clean Water Act and a 401
Certification from the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB), and any
modification to a streambed, including removal of riparian vegetation, will require a
Streambed Alteration Agreement from CDFW pursuant to Section 1600 of the CFGC. The
Project shall comply with the mitigation required in accordance with the Streambed
Alteration Agreement and the 401 and 404 permits.
Impacts associated with disturbed areas within regulated waters shall be mitigated in-kind at
a ratio of at least 1:1. It should be noted the final mitigation ratios required by the regulatory
agencies during the permitting process may differ but shall be confirmed prior to the
initiation of applicable construction activities.
A Habitat Mitigation and Monitoring Plan (HMMP) shall be prepared by a qualified
biologist/restoration ecologist to restore jurisdictional waters and/or CDFW sensitive plant
communities temporarily impacted by the Project. The HMMP shall address the restoration
of temporarily disturbed habitat. At a minimum, the HMMP shall include the following:
o A description of the jurisdictional waters, sensitive plant communities, riparian
habitat, and/or environmentally sensitive habitat area (ESHA) type(s) and amount(s)
which will be provided by the mitigation and how the mitigation method (i.e.,
restoration, establishment, enhancement, and preservation) will achieve the
mitigation Project goals
o A plant palette and methods of salvaging, propagating, and seeding/planting the site
to be restored
o Methods of soil preparation
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o Maintenance and monitoring necessary to confirm the restored plant communities
meet the success criteria
0 Schedule for restoration activities including weed abatement, propagation and
planting, soil preparation, erosion control, qualitative and quantitative monitoring,
and reporting
o Identification of measurable performance standards for each objective to evaluate
the success of the compensatory mitigation
o Identification of contingency and adaptive management measures to address

BIO-8 Arborist Study and Tree Protection Plan An Arborist Study shall be conducted within
portions of the Project footprint occurring within 20 feet of the canopy drip line of protected trees.
The study will plot the location of protected trees within this zone, identify each protected tree, and
determine the jurisdiction of any trees to be impacted. The Arborist Report shall be prepared by a
Certified Arborist in compliance with both the County of Ventura and County of Santa Barbara
ordinance guidelines (including coastal zone guidelines). Specifically, the Arborist Report should
include, at minimum, the following:

An inventory of all trees containing a canopy drip line within 20 feet of the Project footprint,
as feasible without trespassing on private lands. Inventory data should record, at minimum:
diameter at breast height (DBH), height, canopy cover information/mapping, health and
vigor rating.

Representative photographs of each regulated tree which may be encroached upon.
Description of proposed site development activities including, but not limited to, excavation
for trenching, any tree trimming for access, and construction access routes.

A Project-specific Tree Protection Plan shall be prepared which would at a minimum include
site plans, protective tree fencing, the designated tree protection zone (identifying an area
sufficiently large enough to protect the tree and its roots from disturbance), activities
prohibited/permitted within the tree protective zone, encroachment boundaties, and
potential transplanting or replacement tree plantings.
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The Arborist Report shall be completed consistent with the tree ordinance guidelines of the County
of Ventura and County of Santa Barbara prior to the start of any tree-disturbing construction
activities.

Mitigation Measure NOI-1 Pump Station Noise Control

Prior to operation of the Del Mar Pump Plant and Red Mountain Pump Plant, the pump, motor,
and any other noise-generating mechanical equipment shall be equipped with an enclosure or noise
control curtain system to reduce noise levels at surrounding sensitive receivers. The enclosures shall
break the line of sight between the noise generating equipment and the sensitive receivers and be
constructed of fiberglass or other material capable of providing at least a 12 dB(A) noise level
reduction at Del Mar Pump Plant and 4 dB(A) noise level reduction at Red Mountain Pump Plant,
pursuant to manufacturer’s specifications or verification by qualified acoustician. During routine
maintenance trips to the pump station, the enclosure shall be inspected and maintained in
accordance with manufacturer’s specifications to provide continued noise reduction.

Mitigation Measure HAZ-1 Hazardous Materials Management and Spill Control Plan

HAZ-1 Hazardous Materials Management and Spill Control Plan Before construction begins, the
construction contractor shall submit to Casitas for review and approval a Hazardous Materials
Management and Spill Control Plan (HMMSCP), including a Project-specific contingency plan for
hazardous materials and waste operations. The HMMSCP shall establish policies and procedures
consistent with applicable codes and regulations, including, but not limited to, the California
Building and Fire Codes, as well United States Department of Labor, United States Occupational
Safety and Health Administration, and California Occupational Safety and Health Administration
regulations. The HMMSCP shall articulate hazardous materials handling practices to prevent the
accidental spill or release of hazardous materials.

CASITAS’ STANDARD CONTRACTOR SPECIFICATIONS

The following construction noise controls would be implemented for the Proposed Project,
consistent with Casitas’ Standard Contractor Specifications (Casitas 2023, see chapter 13, Noise, and
page 109):

a.  Maxinum Noise Levels within 1,000 Feet of any Residence, Business, or Other Populated Area:
Noise levels for trenchers, pavers, graders and trucks shall not exceed 90 dBA at 50
feet as measured under the noisiest operating conditions. For all other equipment,
noise levels shall not exceed 85 dBA at 50 feet.

b. Equipment: Jack hammers shall be equipped with exhaust mufflers and steel muffling
sleeves. Air compressors should be of a quiet type such as a "whisperized"
compressot.

c.  Operations: Keep noisy equipment as far as possible from noise-sensitive site
boundaries. Machines should not be left idling. Use electric power in lieu of internal
combustion engine power wherever possible. Maintain equipment propetly to reduce
noise from excessive vibration, faulty mufflers, or other sources. All engines shall
have mufflers.
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d. Scheduling: Schedule noisy operations so as to minimize their duration at any given
location.

e. Monitoring: To determine whether the above noise limits are being met and whether
noise barriers are needed, the Contractor shall use a portable sound level meter
meeting the requirements of American National Standards Institute Specification
S1.4 for Type 2 sound level meters. If non-complying noise levels are found, the
Contractor shall be responsible for monitoring and correction of excessive noise
levels. Methods to reduce noise levels may include installation of temporary sound
batriers/blankets between the construction equipment and the nearest sensitive
receivers. The temporary batriers/blankets would be of sufficient height to block the
line of sight between the equipment and receivers and would drape on the ground or
be sealed at the ground

2. DATA FURNISHED BY District. For the purpose of aiding Consultant in the performance of
its obligations under this Agreement, District agrees to furnish Consultant with existing
information which District has available and which Consultant may request. Consultant
shall apply reasonable caution in its use and interpretation of the data and shall promptly
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advise District of any suspected inaccuracies or omissions in the data that has been
furnished or may be furnished during the project. Consultant shall have no liability for
defects in the Services attributable to Consultant’s reliance upon or use of As Built
drawings, furnished by District or third parties retained by District.

3. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

The scope of services is included in the Consultant’s proposal attached as Exhibit A.

4, FEE FOR SERVICES. The District shall pay the Consultant on a completed task basis for
services requested by the District. The completed task unit cost shall be stated in the
scope of work agreed to by the Parties and attached as Exhibit A. The task unit cost for
services shall be the fully loaded cost and shall include all overhead costs, material costs
and miscellaneous costs.

Consultant shall provide engineering services as required by this Agreement
without modification or changes to the hourly rate or any other extra compensation,
excepting only changes authorized by a written change order signed by District and
Consultant. Any change in the total compensation allowed for performance under this
Agreement shall be accomplished only by such a change order. Accordingly, no course of
conduct or dealings between the parties, nor express or implied acceptance of alterations
or additions to the work, and no claim that District has been unjustly enriched by any
alteration or addition to work, whether or not there is, in fact, any unjust enrichment to the
work, shall be the basis of any claim to any increase in the total compensation provided for
in this Agreement. Should District request a change in the services covered by this
Agreement, Consultant shall not expend any time or money for the change until a written
change order is prepared and signed by District and Consultant. Should Consultant
expend time or funds without an executed change order, all costs therefore shall be the
sole responsibility of Consultant. Once a change order is prepared and signed by both
parties, it shall constitute a final settlement of all matters relating to the change which is the

subject of the change order, including, but limited to, all direct and indirect costs
associated with such change and any and all adjustments to the fee due the Consultant
and the work schedule.

PROJECT SCHEDULE. Consultant understands the importance of accurate and timely
completion of the required tasks. The project schedule in the scope of work as agreed to
by the Parties shall be maintained and Consultant shall keep District informed of project
status on a regular basis.

RESPONSIBILITY OF CONSULTANT.

a) Consultant is responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, timely
completion, and the coordination of all testing, analysis, inspection, reports, designs
and other services furnished by Consultant under this Agreement. Consultant shall,
without additional compensation, promptly correct any Consultant errors, omissions,
or other deficiencies in its analysis, inspection, testing, reports, designs, and other
services; to the extent such corrections are not attributable to change in project
description or data modification by District.

b) Consultant shall perform such professional services as may be necessary to
accomplish the work required to be performed under this Agreement, in accordance
with this Agreement and the negotiated scope of work. Approval by District of
analyses, inspection, testing, reports, designs and incidental cultural resources
monitoring work or materials furnished hereunder shall not in any way relieve
Consultant of responsibility for the technical adequacy of its work. Neither District’s
approval or acceptance of, nor payment for, any of Consultant's services shall be
construed to operate as a waiver of any rights under this Agreement or of any cause
of action arising out of the performance of this Agreement.

C) Consultant shall be and remain liable in accordance with applicable California law
for damages to District caused by Consultant's negligent performance of any of the
services furnished under this Agreement.

PERSONNEL. District requires the following project team members to work directly with the
District until completion of the project. Consultant shall inform District immediately if any of the
following personnel or staff listed in the proposal become unavailable for any reason prior to
completion of their tasks:

In the event a change in any of the above-named personnel or staff listed in the proposal
becomes necessary, Consultant shall promptly submit to the District the name and
qualifications of the proposed replacement person(s). Consultant and District will then agree
upon the selection of the replacement person(s) whose qualifications and expertise shall be at
least equal to the person replaced. The penalty for replacement of personnel without
permission of Casitas will be ten percent (10%) of the gross of the contract. Consultant agrees
not to request an increase in the per-hour fee or any other compensation for such a change in
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personnel.

13. INSURANCE.

Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance against claims for
injuries or death to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with
the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that work by the Consultant, their
agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors. Coverage shall be at least as broad as the
following:

a) Commercial General Liability (CGL) - Insurance Services Office (ISO) Commercial
General Liability Coverage (Occurrence Form CG 00 01) including products and
completed operations, property damage, bodily injury, personal and advertising injury
with limit of at least two million dollars ($2,000,000) per occurrence or the full per
occurrence limits of the policies available, whichever is greater. If a general
aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to
this project/location (coverage as broad as the ISO CG 25 03, or ISO CG 25 04
endorsement provided to Casitas Municipal Water District) or the general aggregate
limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit. The general liability policy must
contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions

I. Additional Insured Status: The United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas
Municipal Water District, its directors, officers, employees, and authorized
volunteers are to be given insured status (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20
10 10 01), with respect to liability arising out of work or operations performed by
or on behalf of the Consultant including materials, parts, or equipment furnished
in connection with such work or operations.

ii. Primary Coverage: For any claims related to this project, the Consultant’s
insurance coverage shall be primary at least as broad as ISO CG 20 01 04 13 as
respects to the United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas Municipal Water
District, its directors, officers, employees and authorized volunteers. Any insurance
or self-insurance maintained by the United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas
Municipal Water District, its directors, officers, employees and authorized volunteers
shall be excess of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

b) Automobile Liability — Insurance Services Office (ISO) Business Auto Coverage
(Form CA 00 01), covering Symbol 1 (any auto) or if Consultant has no owned
autos, Symbol 8 (hired) and 9 (non-owned) with limit of one million dollars
($1,000,000) for bodily injury and property damage each accident.

b) Workers' Compensation Insurance — as required by the State of California, with
Statutory Limits, and Employer’s Liability Insurance with limits of no less than
$1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease.

) Professional Liability — with limits no less than $2,000,000 per occurrence or
claim, and $2,000,000 policy aggregate.
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Professional Liability maybe Claims Made Policies — include the following

provisions.

1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of the
contract or the beginning of contract work.

2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for
at least five (5) years after completion of the contract of work.

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-

made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date,
the Consultant must purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of
five (5) years after completion of contract work.

d) Waiver of Subrogation: The insurer(s) named above agree to waive all rights of
subrogation against the United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas Municipal
Water District, its elected or appointed officers, officials, agents, authorized
volunteers and employees for losses paid under the terms of this policy which arise
from work performed by the Named Insured for the Casitas Municipal Water District;
but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the Casitas Municipal Water
District has received a waiver of subrogation from the insurer.

e) If the Consultant maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than the
minimums shown above, the Casitas Municipal Water District requires and shall be
entitled to the broader coverage and/or higher limits maintained by the Consultant.
Any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified minimum limits of
insurance and coverage shall be available to the Casitas Municipal Water District.

)] Notice of Cancellation. Each insurance policy required above shall provide that
coverage shall not be canceled, except with notice to the Casitas Municipal Water
District.

(g)  Self-Insured Retentions. Self-insured retentions must be declared to and
approved by the Casitas Municipal Water District. The District may require the
Consultant to provide proof of the ability to pay losses and related investigations,
claim administration, and defense expenses within the retention. The policy
language shall provide, or be endorsed to provide, that the self-insured retention
may be satisfied by either the named insured or Casitas Municipal Water District.

(h) Acceptability of Insurers. Insurance is to be placed with insurers having a
current A.M. Best rating of no less than A: VII or as otherwise approved by Casitas
Municipal Water District.

0] Verification of Coverage. Consultant shall furnish the Casitas Municipal Water
District with certificates and amendatory endorsements or copies of the
applicable policy language effecting coverage required by this clause. All
certificates and endorsements are to be received and approved by the Casitas
Municipal Water District before work commences. However, failure to obtain the
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required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Contractor’s
obligation to provide them. The Casitas Municipal Water District reserves the
right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies,
including policy Declaration pages and Endorsement pages.

()] Subcontractors. Consultant shall require and verify that all subcontractors
maintain insurance meeting all the requirements stated herein, and Consultant
shall ensure that the United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas Municipal
Water District, its directors, officers, employees, and authorized volunteers are
an additional insured on Commercial General Liability Coverage.

(k) Safety. In the performance of this contract the Consultant shall comply with all
applicable federal, state and local statutory and regulatory requirements including,
but not limited to California Department of Industrial Relations (Cal/OSHA)
regulations; and the U.S. Department of Transportation Omnibus Transportation
Employee Testing Act, related to their scope of work and operations. In case of
conflict in regulations, the most stringent shall apply.

14. INDEMNIFICATION. To the extent permitted by law, Consultant shall hold harmless,
defend at its own expense, and indemnify the United States Bureau of Reclamation, Casitas
Municipal Water District, its directors, officers, employees, agents and authorized volunteers,
against any and all liability, claims, losses, damages, or expenses, including reasonable
attorney’s fees and costs, arising from all acts or omissions of Consultant or its officers,
agents, or employees in rendering services under this contract; excluding, however, such
liability, claims, losses, damages or expenses arising from Casitas Municipal Water District's
sole negligence or willful acts.

15. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign this Agreement or any payments due under this
Agreement, either voluntarily or involuntarily, without the prior written consent of the other
party. If and to the extent any assignment is authorized, it shall not be effective until the
assignee signs a written agreement to be bound by all of the provisions of this Agreement,
nor shall it relieve the assignor of its obligations under this Agreement unless the written
consent to the assignment expressly states that the assignor shall be relieved.

16. TERMINATION. The District may, by written notice to Consultant, suspend or discontinue
the performance of all work pursuant to this Agreement, and may terminate this
Agreement, with or without cause after 15 calendar days’ written notice from the date of
mailing. In the event of termination without cause, Consultant will be entitled to a
reasonable portion of the lump sum fee for its services rendered prior to the effective date
of the notice, but Consultant shall have no claim against District for loss of anticipated
profits or other payment on account of services not yet performed and which are not
thereafter performed by Consultant. In the event of a termination without cause, Consultant
will submit a final invoice to District for all services rendered prior to termination within a
reasonable time, not to exceed 45 days of the effective date of such notice. Any bills
received after the expiration of the 45-day period need not be paid by the District.

OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS. All plans, studies, sketches, reports, test data, and
drawings, prepared by or for either party pursuant to this Agreement including copyright
ownership shall be the property of District when Consultant has been compensated for all
undisputed billings in accordance with this Agreement, whether the work for which they are
prepared be executed or not.

This Agreement is to be governed by and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of California. Any lawsuit arising out of this
Agreement shall be filed and prosecuted exclusively in Ventura County, California Superior
Court.

SUBCONTRACTS. District has entered into this Agreement in order to receive the
services of Consultant. The provisions of the Agreement shall equally apply to any
subcontractor of Consultant. Consultant shall include in all subcontracts a clause making
the terms of this Agreement binding upon the subcontract.

Consultant’s opinions on cost and schedule shall
be made on the basis of available information and Consultant’s expertise and qualifications
as a professional. Consultant does not warrant or guarantee that its opinions on cost or
